The camp is located on 130 acres of heavily wooden dunes on the
shores of Lake Michigan in the town of Saugatuck. The Camp has distinct program areas including three beaches on Lake Michi-
gan and a canoe dock on the Kalamazoo River. Our work projects will include cabin construction/renovation, grounds mainte-
nance, and trail construction/maintenance.
